	15 Minutes Open Forum. Discussion of Lottery funding deferred to November meeting for Chair and Councillor Bowden to discuss.
109/10 To receive apologies for absence: received from Cllrs Pat Overton, Tony Jackson, Ed Rogers and Chair Pamela Keen.
110//10 Minutes: Approved minutes of the 13th of September 2010 and the minutes of the Site Meeting at Casa De Caballos, Upton Pyne on the 29th of September 2010, signed by Cllr D Custance Baker, (who attended), and earlier signed by Chair. 
111/10 Declarations of interests-.to be taken as identified.  Given. 

112/10 Report by Community Police Officer WPC Anita Kemp.  

1. No crimes reported.
The police left the meeting at 8.pm.

113/10 Devon County Councillor P Bowden: 

1. Speed limits: Cllr Bowden said that speed through the village was still an issue and that he was kept in touch because communications from parishioners were passed direct to him.
2. Affordable Housing: Cllr Bowden has agreed to contact relevant bodies to assist with the on-going issue of obtaining land for housing in Upton Pyne.  See item under cllr’s responsibilities.
3. Local Development Framework: see item 116/10.
114/10 Report by East Devon District Councillor: No report received.
115/10 Updates on Councillors Responsibilities. (See appendix 1)

1. Cardboard Recycling: Cllr Custance Baker stated that the Village Hall Committee would be discussing this at their next meeting.  She was informed that as long as it was very carefully managed and collected regularly, leaving no mess, then the committee would approve.  It was agreed to pursue the idea of having 2 large wheelie bins at the front of the Village Hall for easier access.  Cllr S Wass is to get details from the organisation concerned for discussion at the November meeting.
2. Notice Boards: the carpenter has yet to send quotes to the Clerk. 

3. Parish Council Boundaries: the Council voted unanimously to keep the boundaries as they are.  
4. Cycle Path: The Chair is to meet with the landowners.

5. Gritting Programme: Clerk to contact Highways to request the following:

a. That the secondary route be extended to the 30mph sign at the Northern end of the village. 

b. One bin to be placed on the corner by Pyne Treatment Works.

c. One bin at brow of hill and village sign.

d. One bin at Stevenstone Barton.

e. One bin at Cowley, below the Pump House, in St Andrews Road. 
6. Affordable Housing: See Appendix 1 for up-date.  NB: once the outline proposal has been prepared it will be presented to the Council.  See Cllr Bowden report above.
7. Bus Shelter: Vice Chair Cllr B Short read report from Lisa Clapp: 
Approximately 70 calendars have now been sold and ideally we need to sell another 25.  Fliers with order forms will be delivered to homes in Upton Pyne next week by our friendly postman.  A sample calendar was passed around. Other fund-raising ideas are needed.  Vice-Chair asked for ideas.
8. A377: Cllrs Pat Overton and Tony Jackson not present so, although minutes of the last meeting were made available, any discussion was put back to our next meeting. 

116/10 Local Development Framework: Cllr Bowden explained document.  The Parish Council agreed to submit their views by the end of November. The Vice-Chair and Chair will negotiate attendance at one of the Open Meetings and consider the relevance of ideas so far put forward.

Cllr Bowden left the meeting at 9pm.

 117/10 Highways: Clerk to contact Highways regarding inferior tarmac laid outside Glebe Close which has cracked and is now a ‘trip hazard’. 
118/10 Armistice Day: Vice-Chair will purchase two maroons and bring the invoice in November.  Cllr Custance Baker said that a Rifleman may attend on the 11th of November and she will be in touch about this with the Clerk.  The Clerk and Chair will arrange details of the commemoration. 
119/10 Raddon Hills Group: the Clerk handed round the e-mail report of the minutes of the meeting held on 27th September.  The next meeting will be on February 28th 2011.
120/10 Finance.
To sanction payment of accounts as follows:
a. Clerk’s wages for October 2010: £181.74 plus £10.00 Home Allowance = £191.74 approved.
b. Training Courses for Cllrs and Clerk: Invoice from DALC for seminar attended by Cllr Pat Overton, for £15.00 approved.
c. Precept and feedback from above seminar deferred to November meeting as Cllr Overton not present.  To begin planning for the Precept in November.
d. Clerk for stationery: £111.58 approved.

e. Chair for drinks at Gerard’s leaving party: £10.00 approved.

f. The Council will in future hold funds for the Parish Plan and Bus Shelter Appeal in two separate accounts which the Clerk is to organise.

1. The application by Mr Paul Bowden has gone to appeal and will be considered by the Members on October 19th.     

122/10 SLCC: The Clerk has joined the Society of Local Council Clerks and  it was agreed that the membership fee should be reimbursed by the Council.
