Possible Boundary Changes

The Boundary Committee have asked for comments on their proposals for possible changes to Local Government Boundaries in Devon.  Representation can be made by individuals as well as by Parish Councils.  The proposals are to do away with District Councils and to look at either one Unitary Authority for Devon plus the Unitary Authorities of Torbay and Plymouth or two Unitary Authorities for Devon plus the Unitary Authorities of Torbay and Plymouth.  The two Unitary Authorities will be Exeter / Exmouth and surrounding parishes and one for the remaining areas of Devon plus the Unitary Authorities of Torbay and Plymouth.  The Exeter / Exmouth model would include the parishes of Cowley and Upton Pyne as well as Brampford Speke.

Both Upton Pyne and Newton St Cyres parishes have just completed Parish Plans where parishioners were asked whether they wished to be part of an enlarged Exeter and the overall response was that this was not desirable.  Newton St Cyres and Upton Pyne Parish Councils have both written to the Boundary Committee informing them of the results of their Parish Plans.  Individuals have an opportunity to write to the Committee with their comments by the 14th May 2009 and both Parish Councils are encouraging individuals to do so.
