	15 Minutes Open Forum. 

1. Car Boot Sale: The Parish Council understands that this is not going ahead.

2. Grass Cutting: A discussion over maintenance of grass cutting took place.
80/10 To receive apologies for absence: received from Cllrs Bob Short, Stewart Wass, Peter Bowden, Tony Jackson and Nick Taverner.
81/10 Welcome: To two new councillors: Mrs Pat Overton and Mr Hugh Evans.  Clerk handed out ‘Register of Members’ Interests’ forms for completion.  Clerk to advise of relevant courses, in particular the New Councillors’ Courses which are held throughout the year.
82/10 Minutes: Approved minutes of the 14th of June 2010 and the minutes of the APM of April2010 were approved. 
83/10 Declarations of interests-.to be taken as identified. Clerk reminded councillors these forms need to be completed and handed to new councillors as above.
84/10 Report by Community Police Officer WPC Anita Kemp.  

1. Hand-held cameras to monitor speeding at 30mph junction in Upton Pyne: after discussion the Council decided that this was not a major issue. 
2. Community Speed Watch update: following handlers’ checks this should be up and running by the end of July.
3. Public Call Box in Upton Pyne: there was discussion of this issue which was raised at the APM in April.  It was suggested that the Clerk contact Highways to put a black box on the Upton Pyne road after leaving the A377 to check speeds.
The police left the meeting at 8.pm.

85/10 Devon County Councillor P Bowden: No report received.
86/10 Report by East Devon District Councillor: Site Visit at the property of Mr Paul Bowden: the Chair asked for approval to attend a further appeal meeting. Chair to contact EDDC for details.  To await planning application from EDDC to the Clerk. Cllr S Luxton asked to be advised when a site meeting is to take place.
87/10 Updates on Councillors Responsibilities. (See appendix 1)

1. Footpaths: Cllr Ed Rogers, our Footpath Warden, has followed up the issue of disabled access.

2. Parish Plan: To discuss at the next meeting in September. 

3. Recycling plastics: Cllr S Luxton said this was to be followed up in the October meetings at Brampford Speke.

4. Cycle Path: The Council understands there was not strong approval from Brampford Speke.  To await further information from Brampford Speke Clerk.  To note that Brampford Speke had asked our Chair to write an article for Speke-Up which she did.
5. Health Surgery: To discuss at the next meeting in September.

6. Notice Boards: Despite several e-mails the Clerk has not heard from the original builder, and as a result the Chair has asked a builder to repair the Village Hall notice board and to make two new notice boards for Turlake and Jackmoor.  The Chair to obtain quotes for this work.
7. Parish Council Boundaries: This has been deferred to the next meeting.

8. Website: the Clerk provided an update: she reminded all of the Website address: www.uptonpyne-pc.org.uk and that the more ‘hits’ we have on the website the higher up the search engine this address should come and be easier to access.
