	15 minutes Open Forum. 
   Two problems regarding the A377 were raised. It was reported that on the A377 only one of the traffic islands had been cleared leaving the island outside of Bernaville. A request was made for the Clerk to report that the hedge on the St Andrews Rd, Cowley is only part cut making visibility onto the A377 difficult.
  Discussion took place over the recent signs on the A377 announcing planned road closure. The Clerk was asked to find out about the plans for bus services and businesses on the A377 during the period of closure.

  A member of the public raised an issue regarding proposal to improve the condition of the footpath behind Glebe Close, Upton Pyne. It is reported to be narrow, muddy and a slip hazard. Cllr E. Rogers had just received a proposal from Mr Jeffcoat at P3 to make improvements and to share the cost with the Parish Council. Cllrs E. Rogers agreed to obtain two quotes for the next Parish Council meeting. One to improve the full length of the path and the second to improve behind just two houses. The quotes will include a breakdown of labour and materials.

  The Chair reminded the members of the Council and the public in attendance that under Standing Order no 1c the use of mobile phones or electronic communication equipment is not permitted at any meeting of the Council or its sub-committees.

  The Clerk tabled a letter received inviting members of the Parish Council to attend the launch of Newton St Cyres Parish Plan on November 11th 2008. Cllr D. Baker explained the close links between Upton Pyne Parish and Newton St Cyres .On some of the identified actions .Cllr’s S.Wass and B. Short expressed an interest in attending.

 The Clerk tabled the invitation to the presentation by DAPC for Councillors Make a Difference Awards. Cllr D. Custance Baker offered to represent the Council.

 Cllr D. Baker raised his concern that the items raised under the Open Forum will not be in the formal minutes and requested that the Clerk spoke to DAPC to find out if there is a way to legally bring late issues onto the agenda.

1. Apologies for absence had been received from Cllr P. Keen.
2. Minutes .Cllr D. Custance Baker proposed, seconded by Cllr A. Jackson to approve the minutes of the Council meeting held on the 8th September 2008 with no amendments. Resolution agreed.

3. Declarations of interests to be taken as identified. 

4. Report by Community Police Officer WPC Anita Kemp.14 incidents and 1 crime have been recorded for the Parish in the last month.  
5. DCC Report by Councillor Derek Button.  Report previously circulated.
 Cllr D. Button was asked to ensure that the proposed road closures on the A377 have signs advising people that businesses are open as usual. 
5.1 The Parish Council discussed the proposed new Rural Road traffic sign. The sign is being introduced to rural areas where the criteria for 20mph zone are not met. It was acknowledged that the 2 year trial in this area is unique and that the Parish Council would receive feedback on its success.  Agreed action: The Clerk to invite Mr P. Gimber, Road Safety officer with the responsibility to introduce the new scheme, to facilitate an open meeting in December. The other parishes included in the scheme to be invited also.

 Three members of the Parish Council had met on site in Cowley and then Upton Pyne to discuss road issues with Cllr D. Button, WPC A. Kemp, Meg Booth (DCC Highways Officer), Peter Gimber.
 Cllr D. Button requested that the Parish Council should negotiate with the owners of Three horse shoes garage to release some of the land for use as a footpath that the Parish Council would then maintain. The land is not registered. DCC would fund the project but not adopt it. Cllr D. Baker proposed , seconded by Cllr D. Custance Baker to write to Mr Eveleigh to request whether they had an objection to releasing some land for a footpath. Resolution agreed.
6. Report by East Devon District Councillor Cllr Stuart Luxton. No report received.
7.  Updates on Councillor’s Responsibilities. (See appendix 1)

7.1 Councillor feedback on responsibilities as appropriate. 
 The Emergency Plan to be on the agenda next month.
Bench. It was proposed to hold the ribbon cutting ceremony at Midday after the Remembrance Sunday Church Service. It was agreed that it would be preferable to include the years of ex Cllr A. Taverner‘s service if possible. Proofed wording of up to 14 words to be forwarded to Cllr A. Jackson by the end 22/10/08. 
 The Parish Plan is in the process of being written up. The clerk asked if any projects requiring funding by the Parish Council could be forwarded by next meeting to be included in the budget for 2009-2010. It was reported that the majority of projects will have money raised separately.
7.2 The Parish Council noted the involvement of Falcon Rural Housing with the Affordable Housing Group. Cllr S. Wass explained that Falcon have stated that they have the funding available to move this project forward which Devon and Cornwall Housing Association  had said they did not. Cllr D. Baker proposed, seconded by Cllr A. Jackson that the Parish Council supports the working arrangement with the Affordable Housing Group as replacement for the Devon and Cornwall Housing Association. Resolution agreed. 
Cllr S. Wass reported that the open sessions had been well attended (particularly at Upton Pyne) and they have provided more up to date information on current local need for affordable housing.

7.3 Cllr D. Custance Baker nominated Cllr B. Short as Councillor to be responsible for the website project: role accepted.
7.4 The Parish Council agreed that it will nominate Councillors to take responsibility for tasks on the Quality Council action plan at the next meeting. It was agreed that at the next meeting the Parish Council needed to agree whether it is working to become a Quality Council or working to Quality Standards. (Following this meeting the Clerk noted that the minutes of March 2008 item 15 state that the Parish Council intends to qualify as a Quality Council in the next Council session i.e. 2011.)
8. Finance.

 8.1 Cllr A. Jackson proposed, seconded by Cllr D. Custance Baker to sanction payment of accounts:

 Clerk’s wages and home working allowance for October 2008, plus additional 3 hours and cost of course on Quality Councils. £194.77. 

Payment for the fixing of the bench. No invoice received.
8.2 The Parish Council received the half year accounts for year ending 31st March 2009. (Previously circulated). The Clerk was asked to make it clearer about the amount of money  projected to be carried over in the current, deposit and footpath accounts.
8.3 The Clerk provided a list of Councillors who are signatories for the Parish Council accounts. Cllr. P. Keen, Kirk, Jackson, Short and Clerk. Cllr G. Kirk said that he was happy to sign the cheque tonight.
9. Beating of the Bounds.

 Cllr S. Wass proposed, seconded by Cllr D. Custance Baker that the Parish Council will organise the event for May 2009. It was agreed that it should follow the same format as last year. Resolution agreed. To be placed on the Councillors’ Responsibility list, no Councillor nominated yet.
