  Cllr G. Kirk clarified the format for declaring personal interest if appropriate when attending a site meeting.

 Mr P. Bowden had requested copies of correspondence between the Parish Council and EDDC supporting development in the Parish. The Clerk handed him a copy of a letter. 

1. Apologies for absence had been received from Cllrs B.Short and N. Taverner. 

2. Minutes .Cllr D. Custance Baker proposed, seconded by Cllr D. Baker to approve the minutes of the Council meeting held on the 18th July 2008 with no amendments. Resolution agreed.

  Cllr D. Custance Baker proposed, seconded by Cllr A. Jackson to approve the minutes of the site meeting held on the 1st September 2008 at Jackmoor Croft, Upton Pyne with no amendments. Resolution agreed

3. Declarations of interests- to be taken as identified. 

4. Report by Community Police Officer WPC Anita Kemp. 4 crimes have been recorded for the Parish in the last two months. 

4.1 It was agreed by both WPC A. Kemp and the Parish Council that the communication between the two parties was good.
  Cllr G. Kirk was advised to record names and companies of oversized vans and lorries seen using St Andrews Rd, Cowley and to forward this information to WPC A Kemp.

5. DCC Report by Councillor Derek Button.  Report and letter tabled and circulated.
 5.1 Cllr D. Button agreed that the delay in arranging a meeting with Meg Booth from Highways is unreasonable and he will take assertive action. (Since the meeting a date has been agreed for the 9th October 2008.)
6. Boundary Committee, recommendation for Devon. The recent reports from the Boundary Committee, DCC and EDDC had been circulated prior to the meeting.

Cllr D. Baker provided a brief summary of the proposal. The results from the Parish Plan indicated that the vast majority of parishioners in both Upton Pyne and Cowley do not wish to be linked to Exeter. Cllr D. Baker proposed, seconded by Cllr G. Kirk that the Parish Council should respond to the Boundary Committee stating that there was a need to remain linked with a rural council and would positively seek to have Crediton as the Community Board and not Exeter.  Resolution agreed. The Clerk was asked to put information in Speke Up and the Newton Wonder. Cllr D. Baker to check the draft.  
7. Report by East Devon District Councillor Cllr Stuart Luxton. 
 7.1 The new format for the agenda was explained.
8. 8.  Updates on Councillor’s Responsibilities. (See appendix 1)

8.1 Cllr D. Baker proposed, seconded by Cllr A Jackson to trial the new format for the minutes and agenda until Christmas and review in January 2009. Resolution agreed.

8.2 The Councillor’s Responsibility List was updated.
8.3 Councillor feedback on responsibilities as appropriate. The Clerk reminded councillors that reports can be received but decisions can only be made if it is a specific agenda item. Councillors are responsible for notifying the Clerk at least 8 days before a meeting if they wish to have an item on an agenda.
Affordable Housing.

Cllr S. Luxton reported that the group are now working alongside an organisation called Falcon Rural Homes instead of Devon and Cornwall Housing Association. 

The Parish Council noted that it had not been aware of this change in partnership until this point.

There will be two open sessions to gather up to date information and support people in need of Affordable Housing in this Parish and Brampford Speke in October 2008.

 Bus Shelters The time tables are not yet in situ. The Clerk reported that she had been reassured that this is in hand; Tony Matthews at DCC has taken responsibility.

Quality Council. Cllr D. Baker proposed, seconded by Cllr A. Jackson that he would produce an action with time scales for the next meeting. Resolution agreed.

Emergency Plan. The draft has been produced for Cowley, Waiting for Upton Pyne draft.

Parish Plan. In the process of writing the report of the results.
A377 traffic diversion plan. The Clerk reported that although the suggested routes are not being adopted new signs will be made to indicate which section of the A377 is affected and closed. Action Completed.

8.4 The Parish Council received a recommendation from the Clerk regarding which company to contract to set up a website. This will need further discussion in a full Parish Council meeting and a named Councillor to, lead/monitor the project. Cllr D. Baker proposed, seconded by Cllr A. Jackson that the Parish Council should sanction the Clerk to proceed with the process of applying for a grant from DCC with the Parish Council putting £50.00 towards it and to include 20 hours of pay to the Clerk in the overall total  cost. Resolution agreed. Cllr D. Button expressed his support for the forward thinking project.
 The clerk was asked to place an advert in Speke Up requesting help in gathering relevant information to be put onto the website.

9. Finance.

 9.1 Cllr A. Jackson proposed, seconded by Cllr D. Baker to sanction all the following in 9.1 and 9.2.  Resolution agreed. The cheques were signed by Cllr G. Kirk and A. Jackson. Cllr G. Kirk requested to only act as a signatory if no other signatory is present.

- Payment of travel by Councillors to attend agreed sessions on behalf of the Parish Council.  No sessions were identified. It was agreed that Councillors should inform the Parish Council if they require reimbursement before attending any sessions.
-Payment of £16.00 towards rental for a couple of hours for the affordable housing 'drop in' session.

The Clerk confirmed that she had received the information required for insurance from Cllr G. Kirk.
 The revised quote from Ed. Rogers for fitting the bench in the new position was tabled and as previously agreed it came within budget and was accepted. Cllr A. Jackson declared an interest and then offered to donate a bench. The Chair thanked Cllr A. Jackson. 

Cllr D. Baker proposed that the plaque should acknowledge Bernaville Garden Centre as the donor.
