	  15 minutes Open Forum.  The clerk was asked to report that the lengthsman had done a very good job clearing a flood on Upton Pyne Hill.  The drains above The Three Horse Shoes pub needed clearing.
 A request was made for the Parish Council to consider requesting that the 30mph sign is moved to include the entrances to Turlake and Cowley Place in the 30mph zone. Agenda next month.
1.Apologies received from WPC A. Kemp. 
2. Minutes. 2.1Cllr B. Short proposed, seconded by Cllr S.Wass approval of the minutes of the Parish Council meeting held on the 12th January 2009 with one amendment to item 5 to insert “acquire permission to walk over the land and upgrade the footpath.”  Resolution agreed. Cllr D. Baker proposed, seconded by Cllr B.Short to approve the minutes of the site meeting held on 17 th January 2009 at Orchard View, Three Horse Shoes, Cowley with no amendment. Resolution agreed.
3. Declarations of interests to be taken as identified. 

4. Report by Community Police Officer WPC Anita Kemp The Clerk reported that WPC A. Kemp had asked her to say that there were no crimes reported in the Parish in the last month, but some of the Councillors reported that they were aware of car windows being broken in the last three days in Upton Pyne. At least one has been reported to the police.
5.  Devon County Council (DCC) Report by Councillor Derek Button. Written report circulated.
5.1 The Clerk informed the Council that there is no date set by DCC for an open meeting in Upton Pyne for the Parish Council and members of the public to find out more about the proposed new Rural Sign as a method of reducing speeds on rural roads. 
6. Report by East Devon District Councillor (EDDC) Cllr Stuart Luxton No report received.
7.  Updates on Councillor’s Responsibilities. (See appendix 1)
 7.1 Councillor feedback on responsibilities as appropriate. 
 Emergency Plan. The Clerk reported that she has received written agreement from The Three Horse Shoes Pub and Upton Pyne Village Hall Committee that the facilities and their contact details can be recorded in the Emergency Plan. Details from Councillors have now been received. The plan will now be completed and circulated.
 Pedestrian footpath at Three Horse Shoes Garage, Cowley. The Clerk reported that she had received a verbal message on behalf of the owners in response to the third letter from the Parish Council saying that the owner does not agree to meet to the Parish Council to discuss possibilities of extending the footpath. The Parish Council are unable to proceed and the Clerk was asked to inform Cllr D. Button of the situation, expressing concerns about liability should an accident occur. 
The Parish Plan results are being collated. 
7.2 Beating of the Bounds .The Parish Council confirmed the nomination of Cllrs E. Rogers and N. Taverner with support from Mr G. Williams to organise the Beating of the Bounds. 
7.3 Footpaths. Cllr E. Rogers and Cllr S. Wass are satisfied that the proposed gate on the bridle path at Woodrow Barton Farm provides disabled access. The Clerk fed back that she had discussed the responsibilities for payment with the P3 officer who advised that normally they would expect the landowners to pay for the gate. The Clerk advised the Parish Council to be cautious about setting a precedent to pay for future gates. The land owners are covering the cost of labour. Cllr E. Rogers proposed, seconded by S. Wass and unanimously agreed that the Parish Council should use the P3 grant to purchase the gate ( if agreed by the P3 officer) as this is the only bridle path in the Parish and the gate is to provide security from stock rustling. Resolution agreed.
 7.4 Bus Shelter i) To receive an update on the proposal for a bus shelter with extra seats to also provide a youth shelter. Cllr P. Keen to pursue.

ii) Cllr D. Baker reported from a project working with Crediton Community Transport Group to pick up and return young people so that they can attend Crediton Youth Centre in the evenings. The Council agreed to support this project. To receive an update in April.
 7.5 Affordable Housing. The report from Falcon Housing (previously circulated) was tabled. Cllr S. Wass proposed, seconded by Cllr A. Jackson  that Falcon Housing should apply for planning for about 6 sites with the aim of building 3 units in short term on the site in Upton Pyne. Resolution unanimously agreed.
7.6 Welcome Pack.  Cllr D. Custance Baker reminded the Council that if a copy of the pack is required the Clerk has a copy on computer file which can be supplied and updated on request. It was agreed that the cover title was sufficient. 
7.7 Quality Standards. The Clerk reported that she is participating in the Health Check 
( supervision of her work) arranged with Devon Association Parish Councils but had to postpone until the 11th February 2009.

 i) Annual Report. The Councillors agreed to write brief reports on the area that they have been responsible for and forward the reports to the Clerk by April 1st 2009.

ii) Power of Well Being and associated briefing sessions Noted but not considered appropriate at this time. Clerk will advise of any future developments.

 8. Finance.

8.1 Cllr D. Baker proposed, seconded by Cllr D. Custance Baker to sanction payment of accounts. Resolution agreed. Cheques and Stub where signed.

 Clerk’s wages and home working allowance £162.62.

 Donations to the two Parish Churches. £70.00 each.

8.2 The quarterly accounts (previously circulated) were tabled. Cllr D. Baker proposed, seconded Cllr B. Short to accept these as an accurate record of the accounts. Resolution agreed.

8.3 Cllr A. Jackson proposed, seconded by Cllr S.Wass that following the previous success of the play scheme the Parish Council should sanction payment, once a formal request has been received from EDDC, for the Off The Sofa Dayz in May 2009 by paying for two days hall rental. Resolution agreed.
8.4 The Clerk tabled a quote for the varnishing of the Parish Council notice board at Bernaville Nurseries, Cowley for £30 including insurance and materials. Cllr A. Jackson proposed, seconded by Cllr G. Kirk that this was a good quote and that the contract should be given to 
Mr P. Hillier. Resolution agreed.
9. Roads and Village maintenance. The Parish Council will identify any issues to be dealt with.

9.1 The Clerk reported that the lay by approaching Stevenstone Farm was DCC’s responsibility and that DCC were informed of the fly tipping problem.
9.2 The Parish Council considered the proposal to support the setting up of a working group with Newton St Cyres Parish Council in light of the proposed additional development in Crediton and the current problems on the A377.There was unanimous support. Cllrs A. Jackson, G. Kirk and B. Short offered to represent the Parish Council. Cllr D. Baker will also be involved as a Councillor for Newton St Cyres Parish Council.
10. Planning:
10.1 The Parish Council agreed that the Chair and Vice Chair should continue as they are  currently doing when deciding whether a planning application requires a site meeting or not without the need for criteria.
10.2 To report planning decisions on applications received from East Devon District Council.  The Clerk reported that EDDC Enforcement Officer was not recommending further enforcement action on property in Glebe Close. The Clerk informed the Council That the last application for Hurdles Farm had been withdrawn. Outline permission remains.

 The Clerk had received information about a planning appeal for the Club House, Upton Pyne. It was agreed that the original letter sent to EDDC represented the Parish Council’s opinions and no further information was required to be forwarded.
 10.3 To decide whether site meetings are required on any applications received since posting this agenda. None received.
