	 15/09.Election of Chair. Cllr A. Jackson nominated Cllr P. Keen as Chair, seconded by Cllr D. Custance Baker. Resolution agreed. Cllr P. Keen accepted.

  1. The Chair’s declaration of office was received.

16/09. Election of Vice Chair. Cllr P. Keen proposed to defer the election until more Councillors would be present. Seconded by Cllr G. Kirk. Resolution agreed.

15 minutes Open Forum No items raised .

17/09. To approve apologies for absence received from Cllrs D. Baker, S. Wass, D. Button.WPC.  A. Kemp.

 The Chair proposed to invite Mr T. Leach and Mr M. Leach to speak to item 11.2 09/0863/RES  Land Lying To The North Of Pye Corner Upton Pyne Devon. Agricultural dwelling now as applicant. The Chair explained that it had been decided that as the Parish Council had visited the site on previous occasions to discuss application plans and had already agreed to the outline planning application for a dwelling this application could be considered in this meeting. After discussion Cllr A. Jackson proposed, seconded by Cllr D. Custance Baker to support the application. Resolution agreed. The Clerk to inform EDDC of Parish Council’s recommendation It was noted that there had been substantial planting of an orchard and screening on site.

18/09 Minutes. Cllr A. Jackson proposed to approve the minutes of the Council meeting held on the 14th April 2009 without amendment. Seconded by Cllr D. Custance Baker. Resolution agreed Minutes were signed by the chair.

1. To vote on the proposal to approve the minutes of the Annual Parish Meeting at this meeting rather than to wait until the next Annual Parish Meeting in 2010. The Clerk reported that she had not had time to do the draft minutes. To forward to the next meeting.

19/09 Declarations of interests- to be taken as identified.
 1. Clerk requested that Councillors update Declaration of Interest forms if required. Item to be carried into next meeting.

20/09 Report by Community Police Officer WPC Anita Kemp. The reported Clerk that          WPC A .Kemp had reported on a daytime garage break which occurred at Redside terrace, Cowley, at 9.30 in the morning on weds 29/04/09. 
1. To receive statistical information from WPC A. Kemp on links between crime levels and street lighting. No report
21/09 DCC Report by Councillor Derek Button. Report circulated for the Annual Parish meeting is still appropriate. 
1. The request made by a member of the parish for the 30mph zone to be extended to include Turlake House and Cowley Place. The Clerk reported that Cllr D. Button had said that it was unlikely that any progress will be made until after the DCC elections in June 2009.
2. The status and ownership of the car park at Redside Terrace, Cowley which is owned by EDDC for use of the four council houses 1-4 although only one house is now still owned by the council, the council have received an offer to buy from a third party but none of the four residents want to lose the right to park there. Chris Brookbank is the works officer at East Devon that is dealing with it. Cllr A. Jackson proposed, seconded by Cllr G. Kirk that the Parish Council would support the local residences to retain their car parking as no’s 2& 3 have no off street parking without sacrificing their small front gardens which they take pride in. Resolution agreed. Clerk to write to EDDC.

Cllr B. Short joined the meeting.

3. The problem of large vehicles using St Andrews Road, Cowley. Cllr G. Kirk, proposed, seconded by Cllr D. Custance Baker that the Parish Council should write to Highways highlighting the problem and copy in the Director of the Environment. Resolution agreed.
4. The proposal that the Parish Council should adopt the recommendations made from the meeting to look at the traffic problems on the A377 (previously circulated) was delayed until after the DCC elections. To be on the agenda in June 2009. It was agreed to clarify the remit for the group after the elections.
5. The proposal that the Parish Council should write to the Chief Constable asking to support a Community Speed Watch System in Devon in the same format as that running in Somerset & Avon Police area and to trial it in the Cowley/Three Horseshoes area was considered Cllr B. Short proposed, seconded by Cllr A. Jackson to delay a response/action. Resolution agreed.
6. Highways issues identified at the last Parish Council meeting.

a. Water leak by the telephone box in Upton Pyne. Continues to be an intermittent problem. Clerk to report to South West Water again. 

b. Several potholes along the length of St Andrews Rd from the junction with the A377 until Hidden Valley. Are reported to be fixed.
c. A drain cover that had collapsed opposite Jackmoor Croft, Upton Pyne is reported as fixed.
d. The undergrowth around the telephone box on the A377 in Cowley. The Clerk pointed out that the Telephone Box is no longer in situ. The Clerk was asked to request that the Lengthsman strim verges right up against buildings.
 The Chair proposed to return to item 2. Election of vice Chair. Cllr P. Keen proposed Cllr B. Short. No other nominations received. Unanimous agreement. Cllr B. Short agreed to his second year as vice chair. 
22/09. Report by East Devon District Councillor Cllr Stuart Luxton. No report received.
23/09. Councillor feedback on responsibilities as appropriate. 

1. Quality Standards. A) Cllr A. Jackson proposed, seconded by Cllr D. Custance Baker 

to sanction the Clerk to change website builder at a new cost of £275 for the first year and then £115 each year. Payment will be made only once the trial is approved by the Parish Council.  Resolution agreed.

B) To receive and comment on the first draft of the website. (Previously circulated). The draft has not been seen by all Councillors. To be discussed next month.
 C) To agree how the website should be built as a communication tool for the Parish and delegate responsibilities for different sections/pages/information. It was agreed to discuss this next month when more Councillors were present.
 D) To agree whether advertising space would be available on the website. As C).
2. Footpaths. To receive an update on improvements required on footpaths. No report received. Cllr E. Rogers had hoped to be present.
3. To adopt the Parish Plan (previously circulated). Cllr P. Keen proposed, seconded by Cllr A. Jackson to adopt the Parish Plan. Resolution agreed. Thanks were given to the Parish Plan group for all the work that they had done to produce the Plan.
 Cllr N. Taverner joined the meeting.
24/09. Finance.

 1. Cllr B. Short proposed, seconded by Cllr A. Jackson to sanction payment of accounts:

2. To receive the draft Annual Return for year ending March 31st 2009 to approve or amend. Clerk advised that Cllr B. Short had checked the Annual Return and that the accounts would now go to the internal auditor. (Clerk for Politimore Parish Council) before returning to Parish Council next month for approval.
3. To consider the recommendation from Cllr B. Short on the conditions of the insurance for the New Financial Year. To select and sanction payment of insurance premium from either:

 Quote from Community First £211.56 incl impact cover on 2 benches and 2 notice boards for £13.65 and up to £12.000 fidelity cover.
Quote from Allianz £300.93 plus option of increased fidelity £12.00. Cllr B. Short proposed, seconded by Cllr A. Jackson to change insurance to Community First. Resolution agreed. As the cheque had not been made up and premium was due by the 1st June the Clerk asked to be sanctioned to have the cheque signed outside the meeting. Agreed. (Cheque for £211.56 has been signed outside the meeting by Cllrs B. Short and A. Jackson.)
 Cllr G. Kirk and Cllr P. Keen stated that if the extension cover for them being over 75 years old was not already included they were both happy not to have the extended cover.( Since the meeting the clerk has confirmed that Community First insurance do not have a cut off age to the insurance).
 Cheque for Parish Plan expenditure (does not need sanctioning by Parish Council) has been written to Imprint Digital for £185.00 invoice agreed by Cllr B. Short on behalf of the Parish Plan Group. Cheque signed by Cllrs A. Jackson and P. Keen.
4. To receive the quote to rub down and stain the bench by the Village Hall. £45.00. It was agreed that Cllr N. Taverner would approach Mr W. Hitchcock who had previously used his own time to maintain the benches. Stain to be donated by Cllr A. Jackson.
