	15 minutes Open Forum. 
 The 2 members of the public were invited to speak. Concern was expressed over the confusion and inconvenience caused by lack of consistency in traffic management during the recent road closure. Cllr D. Button responded, reassuring the meeting that he had represented the concerns expressed by the Parish Council and apologised for the difficulties experienced. The main cause had apparently been because the amount of traffic using the roads had exceeded expectations.  
 A member of the public asked for information regarding the site meeting held at 9 Pyne Gardens as she had not seen the notices for the site meeting. Cllr D. Button declared an interest as a member of DCC control and planning committee. The Chair reported on the site meeting decision and the relevant planning application reference number was given to the member of the public.

 The Clerk reported that Cllr D. Custance Baker has informed the Parish Council that she has moved into temporary accommodation which is not within the Parish. The Clerk confirmed that there is no statutory requirement for Cllr D. Custance Baker to resign and the Parish Council was united in the suggestion that as a greatly valued member of both the Parish and the Council Cllr D. Custance Baker should continue as a Parish Council, to possibly review the situation in 6 months or sooner if she purchases a permanent residence. 
 Cllr B. Short joined the meeting.
1. Apologies for absence had been received from Cllrs’ D. Custance Baker, N. Taverner, A.Jackson, G.Kirk and Cllr E. Rogers informed the Chair that he would only be available for part of the meeting.
2. Minutes. 2.1Cllr B. Short proposed, seconded by Cllr D. Baker approval of the minutes of the Parish Council meeting held on the 10th November 2008 with no amendments. Resolution agreed. Cllr D. Baker proposed, seconded by Cllr P. Keen to approve the minutes of the site meeting held at 9 Pyne Gardens on the 20th December 2008. Resolution agreed.
3. Declarations of interests to be taken as identified. 

4. Report by Community Police Officer WPC Anita Kemp. 3 crimes have been recorded for the Parish in the last two months. There have not been any further reports of livestock theft.
Cllr E. Rogers joined the meeting. 
Cllr E. Rogers fed back that some of the local farmers had asked him to request that they are informed of such issues directly rather than through Speke Up magazine. WPC. A Kemp said that if farmers completed the Farmer Watch details they would be informed of future incidents.
 Cllr P. Keen raised a concern about the hazard caused by parked cars on the highway outside properties on the hill towards Upton Pyne. It was also reported that cars are sometimes parked on the road outside Turlake House which also cause a hazard to drivers. WPC. A. Kemp said that she would follow these matters up.

 WPC A. Kemp reported that she had held an impromptu police surgery in Upton Pyne Village Hall in December which had been well attended.

WPC A. Kemp left the meeting.

5.  Devon County Council (DCC) Report by Councillor Derek Button. Written report circulated.
5.1 The Clerk informed the Council that DCC are intending to arrange an open meeting in Upton Pyne for the Parish Council and members of the public to find out more about the proposed new Rural sign as a method of reducing speeds on rural roads. Dates to be confirmed.

 5.2 The issue of problems during the road closures was noted as discussed in the Open Forum.

 The issue regarding the lack of continuous footpath along the A377 in Cowley, across the 

Three horse Shoes garage forecourt was discussed. The Parish Council are concerned about liability should a pedestrian get injured walking across the forecourt. It was agreed that a third letter should be written to the owners expressing these concerns. Cllr D. Button continues to support the Parish Council with its wish to acquire permission for pedestrians to walk over and upgrade the strip of land necessary to extend the footpath.

  Cllr P. Keen stated that she is pursuing the issue of cycle paths in the Parish.

 Cllr D. Button left the meeting. Cllr S. Luxton joined the meeting.
6. Report by East Devon District Councillor (EDDC) Cllr Stuart Luxton.  Cllr S. Luxton reminded the Council that he had sand bags and sand in stock if required, in flood vulnerable areas.
 Cllr S. Luxton tabled details of a Planning for the Future session with EDDC. Cllr S. Wass will try to attend and was commissioned to represent the Parish Council over having the building line reinstated.

 It was fed back that the refuse and recycling collections had been good over the Christmas Period.

7.  Updates on Councillor’s Responsibilities. (See appendix 1)
 7.1 Councillor feedback on responsibilities as appropriate. 
 Quality Standards.The Clerk reported that she is participating in the Health Check arranged with Devon Association Parish Councils on the 5th February 2009.

 Emergency Plan. The Clerk reported that she is waiting for written agreement from The Three Horse Shoes Pub and Upton Pyne Village Hall Committee that the facilities and their contact details can be recorded in the Emergency Plan. She requests contact details from some
Councillors of the Parish Council before the Emergency Plan can be signed off.

 7.2 Beating of the Bounds .The Parish Council agreed to confirm the nomination of a Councillor to organise the Beating of the Bounds when Cllr N. Taverner is present.

7.3 Annual Report. The proposal for producing the Annual Report as circulated was discussed. Cllr P. Keen proposed, seconded by Cllr B. Short that there should be an announcement in Speke Up that the Annual Report is available on request, with copies in the Churches and other public sites. When the website is active it will also be available on there. Resolution agreed. The Clerk reported that she is working on the template for the website but finds it difficult to find the extra time to progress any faster.
7.4 Cllr E. Rogers put forward a  request for a bridleway gate for Woodrow Barton Farm to be funded by P3 grant (approximate cost of £300), labour to be provided by the P3 department.  The need for a gate that can be locked to help the farmer maintain security of his stock was highlighted as the reason for the request. The Parish Council supported this request whilst the need to have disabled access through the gates was also agreed. Cllr S. Wass proposed, seconded by Cllr P. Keen that he and Cllr E. Rogers will assess the disabled access in the proposed gate and see if it meets requirements to proceed with the proposal. Resolution agreed.
Cllr E. Rogers left the meeting.

 7.5 Cllr P. Keen presented the proposal for a bus shelter with extra seats to also provide a youth shelter in Upton Pyne. It was agreed that Cllr P. Keen was sanctioned to liaise with parents and young people in Upton Pyne to identify a need. 
The Parish Plan results are being collated. 
Affordable Housing. Falcon Housing have produced a report of the findings from the two open sessions held in Upton Pyne and Brampford Speke in October 2008. (Previously circulated).It was agreed to be on the agenda next month to consider the proposals they have identified. It is planned that Falcon Housing and members of the Affordable Housing Group will meet with EDDC soon
8. Finance.

 8.1 Cllr B.Short proposed, seconded by Cllr D. Baker to sanction payment of accounts. Resolution agreed. 

Clerk’s wages to include back pay to April 2008 for the national pay rise for Clerks from April-December 2008 inclusive £32.76 plus December wages  £148.98 plus January wages £152.62 plus  two months home allowance £20.00 = £354.36

9. Roads and Village maintenance. The Clerk was asked to obtain quotes for re varnishing the Parish Council’s notice board in Cowley. The Clerk also informed the Council that the board does not provide enough space for all the paper work and asked if a board could be fitted in the bus shelter.

9.1 The Parish Council considered the proposal to deal with the re-occurring fly tipping on the lay by approaching Stevenstone Farm. The Clerk was asked to investigate ownership and discuss the problem with Street Scene. A report of fly tipping on the Langford Road just inside the boundary for Newton St Cyres was reported and Cllr D. Baker offered to investigate.

 The Clerk was asked to request that the lay by at 5 Cottages, Cowley is tidied by the Parish Lengthsman. The road from Pynes to the first bridge towards the A377 is in need of cleaning.
10. Planning:
10.1. To report planning decisions on applications received from East Devon District Council. None received.
 10.2 To decide whether site meetings are required on any applications received since posting this agenda. The Clerk confirmed she had arranged a site meeting for application 09/0041/ful Orchard view, Three Horse Shoes, Cowley on Saturday 17th January at 9.30 am. No further applications had been received.
