Cllr Robert Short: Proposed and seconded.  Cllr Short accepted the post.

Election of Vice-Chair:

Cllr Hugh Evans: Proposed and seconded.  Cllr Evans accepted the post.
15 Minutes Open Forum.
1. Glebe Close Car Business:  Mr Parr was present to speak about this.  He has contacted EDDC and is waiting to hear from them.  To wait to hear from the Enforcement Officer. Note: this was Item 10 on the Agenda.
62/11 To receive apologies for absence: received from Cllr S Wass and Cllr A Jackson and Cllr P Bowden.
63/11 Signatories: Cllr H Evans agreed to become the 4th signatory.  The Clerk to collect relevant forms from the bank.

64/11 Minutes: To approve minutes of the 11th of April: amended and approved.  To approve the minutes of the APM April 26th 2011: amended and approved.   

65/11 Police: The Clerk to write to the Crediton police to ask if a Community Officer would be able to attend the Parish Council meetings.

66/11 Co-option: The Chair requested that the members of the public leave the room to enable the elected councillors to vote on the candidates who had put their names forward to stand.  Mrs Marie Taylor was proposed and seconded.  Mr Clive Smith was proposed and seconded.  Ed Rogers was proposed for co-option with which he agreed and approved.  It was agreed that Nick Taverner should be approached for co-option and if he is agreeable, he should be co-opted. The Council asked if Mrs Issy Short would act as a ‘reserve’ should any further co-option be required.  She agreed.

68/11 Election of ED District Councillor: it was announced that Mrs Deborah Custance Baker had been elected.  The Clerk to send a letter of congratulations on behalf of the Council and to ask if she would attend Council meetings.

1. Footpath: Creedy Bridge: Cllr Rogers has contacted the new footpath warden at EDDC with regard to paying for the repairs.
2. Starved Oak and Bramble Lane: To go onto the agenda for June to discuss taking over the responsibility for this when we have a full complement of councillors.
3. Affordable Housing: The Clerk to write to EDDC with regard to re-instating the Boundary Line and how to apply for this to be done.  Copies of letter to Cllrs B Short and Stewart Wass.  
4.  Cardboard Recycling: To trial for one year as stated at the last meeting in April.  To await a start date.  It was agreed that the Parish Council should check that there is no contractual tie in for 12 months.

Concern was expressed that to move the vehicular access of Cowley Chapel Cottages nearer to the junction of the A377 may only serve to increase the problems experienced at this already busy and problematical junction.  Subject to the views of Devon County Highways it may be advisable to leave matters as they are notwithstanding the former planning consent. The Clerk to ask DC Highways to review the situation in view of the increase in traffic since 2088 when application was first put forward.
