87/09 Report by Community Police Officer WPC Anita Kemp. 
1. Two crimes reported in Parish: a. Further theft of fuel at Three Horse Shoes filling station. b. Alleged attempted shop-lifting at Bernaville Nurseries.

2. Community Speed Watch Systems: Use of Speed Guns: thorough discussion took place;   Despite a feeling of real urgency, this was still seen as properly the role of the police rather than parishioners. 

3. WPC A. Kemp to discuss with other parishes whether people would be prepared to use Speed Guns outside their own parish. 

4.     Traffic on A377: police requested to carry on attending five times in eight weeks; Cllr D        Baker proposed that they attend at other times. 

5.   Cllr D Baker requested that WPC A Kemp liaise with Crediton police.

6. Cllr D Baker proposed to give parishioners in Cowley the chance to have their say as to whether they wished to use the Speed Guns.  Cllr R Short proposed to circulate leaflets in Cowley, seconded by Cllr D Baker. Cllrs D Baker and R Short to draw up the leaflets and

      Cllrs D Baker, and G Kirk will deliver leaflets.

88/09   Devon County Councillor (DCC) report: 

1. 30mph zone from Turlake House and Cowley Place: Cllr P Bowden stated that the present signage is correct.

2. St Andrews Road:  ongoing investigation.

3. Village Boundary: Change not possible at present time.

4. Cycle Routes:   ongoing.

5. Gateway Treatments and Green Signs:  Cllr Bowden stated that due to financial constraints this item should be taken off the agenda.

6. A377: Cllr P Bowden stated that in view of Highways’ poor reaction, people need to complain.   The Council urged both the public and police to voice their concerns over the dangers presented by speeding motorists and also the blatant breaking of traffic laws.  There was also a suggestion that the speed limit imposed at Three Horseshoes particularly increased frustration in other stretches of road.
