1. Affordable Housing: Cllr S. Wass stated that Falcon Housing is negotiating price with landowner. They are looking to build 4 units which may have to be increased if a suitable price for the land cannot be agreed. 
2. A377 Cowley:  Cllr D. Baker outlined plan for footpaths and cycle ways from Crediton to 
Exeter.  Next meeting in 12 months.

3. Climate Change: all agreed to consider ‘Working Groups’ to be created for this and various other items.  To discuss further at November meeting.
4. Website:  It was agreed that the clerk was to be responsible for this and for Cllr D Custance Baker to monitor.  Clerk negotiating details with Village Hall representative.

5. Emergency Contact List:  All agreed to include e-mail addresses and not telephone numbers.  EDDC has put forward a proposal for official e-mail sites to be decided at a meeting on the 21st October 2009.  Await details from EDDC.
