	15 Minutes Open Forum. 
1. Chair: ‘Activities Group’: Village Fete and other events and activities for Upton Pyne and Cowley.  The Chair asked for permission to go ahead with plans to implement these ideas.  All agreed.  
2. Cllr Jackson asked the Clerk to request that Highways clearly mark the width restriction of 6’6” at the start of St Andrews Road by Kinnerton Way roundabout and to place the signs on either side of the road so that lorries and vans do not attempt to travel along the road as they do at present.
3. Glebe Close, Upton Pyne: a car repair business may be in operation: the Chair to contact Planning.

4. The seat by the Starved Oak is collapsing: no risk assessment is done here.  It was suggested that Upton Pyne Parish Council should look after both this seat and the one on Bramble Lane within Councillor Wass’s boundary.    For the Agenda in May.

5. Dangerous footpath by Creedy Bridge: for Agenda in May.

6. Dog fouling in Glebe Close: owner not identified.  For Agenda in May.

7. Nick Baker asked what was happening at Cowley Church: Is Church to close.  The Clerk to contact Highways to clarify.

8. Community Project: Bulk purchasing of oil:  Cllr S Wass to speak on the ‘Big Society’ at the APM on the 26th April 2011 and to address this question.

55/11 Updates on Councillors Responsibilities. (See appendix 1)

1. Affordable Housing: Cllr S Wass reported on the visit by the Head of Planning and the Head of EDDC: it was a positive meeting and changes were suggested to the proposed plan.  Please see copy of plan in Appendix 1.  The stumbling block was not having a ‘Development Line’: Upton Pyne Ward to ask EDDC for guidance on how to get this reinstated.   To copy to Kate Little and S. Randall Johnson.
2. Cardboard Recycling: Annual cost confirmed at £386.00. It was agreed this was preferable to suggested alternative of paying for Dog Fouling bins.  It was agreed by all to give this a trial for one year, although the Council may have to increase the precept next year to implement this.  Cllr S Wass to advise the Clerk as to whom she should write.
3. Notice Boards: No response received as yet from EDDC re planning permission.

b. Noted for training courses for Councillors and Clerk.

d. Audit Commission: Losing the Power to Precept: the Parish Council expressed concern about this.  Clerk to make further enquiries.
e. DALC: renewal of annual membership fee of £96.33: approved.
