1. Gravel Extraction at Newton St Cyres: The Clerk to contact the clerk at Newton St Cyres Parish Council for up-date.

1/11 To receive apologies for absence: received from Cllrs A Jackson, Ed Rogers Stuart Luxton.
2/11 Minutes: Approved minutes of the 8th November 2010.
3/11 Declarations of interests-.to be taken as identified.  
4/11 Report by Community Police Officer WPC Anita Kemp.  

1. Theft of a motorised tool in Upton Pyne.
2. Theft of hay-rack at Brampford Speke. 
3. WPC Kemp said that Government cuts inevitably will lead to changes in policing everywhere.  

WPC Kemp left the meeting at 8.pm.
5/11 Devon County Councillor P Bowden: 

1. Bus Shelter: DCC to donate £1,500.00.   Speke-Up to donate £500.00. Calendars sold = £430.00.   It was suggested that the Parish Council donate £500.00, but should wait to hear from Jodie Owen at DCC with regard to further funding before proceeding.   Therefore, money to raise = £1,090.00.  Cllr Bowden advised the Council that the Localism Bill was published on 7th January 2011.
Cllr Bowden left at 9.10pm.

6/11 Report by East Devon District Councillor: No report received. 
7/11 Updates on Councillors Responsibilities. (See appendix 1)

1. Cardboard Recycling: Cllr Wass informed the Council that the people involved with the Animal Bedding Scheme were unable to help and so the Council will have to look at paying an annual fee for the collection of recyclables.  The Council will introduce the subject at the Annual Parish Meeting in April and ask the parishioners for their views and ideas with regard to paying for a recycling scheme in the village.
2. Snow Wardens: Discussion took place about the possibility of setting up a group of people including councillors - to check on supplies of grit and see they are spread  so that parishioners are able to get out and about safely.   It was proposed to discuss this at the Annual Parish Meeting in April. 

3. Bus Shelter: The Clerk read out the report from Mrs Clapp: 108 calendars sold plus donations of £25.00 which totals £943.00 and allowing for expenses of £504.48 the total profit = £438.52.  In total the Parish Council has now raised £2,438.52.  The deficit = £1,548.50.  The Parish Council will need to raise more funds and it was suggested that the sum of £500.00 could come from the Parish Plan funds.  There were no objections to this. However, it was decided to wait until the beginning of February to hear from Devon County Council as to whether they will help with funding as stated under Item 5/11.   All agreed to this.  
4. Notice Boards: The Chair to write to the carpenter.
5. Affordable Housing: It was agreed by all to allow Cllr Wass to use the title of ‘Chair’ of the Working Group on Affordable Housing.  Cllr Wass said that there was no support for Upton Pyne with regard to using land for affordable housing.  He has written to the head of East Devon District Council whom he will invite to the village to show her how far away the school is from the village.

8/11 Finance.
To sanction payment of accounts:
a. Clerk’s wages for December 2010 and January 2011: £181.74 plus £10.00 Home Allowance = £191.74 x 2 = £383.48. Approved.
b. Training Courses for Cllrs and Clerk: Invoice from DALC for a ‘Pre-Election Briefing’ £29.38.  Approved.
c. Gritting Programme Expenditure: 2x grit bins = £305.50 including VAT and 5 bags of grit = £100.00 = total of £405.50 payable to Cllr Jackson.  Approved.
d. Clerk for stationery: £19.69 approved.

e. Pam Stoneman for refreshments for Armistice Day; £7.50 approved.

f. Church donations: to discuss nearer the time of the November payment.  The corner of the churchyard at Cowley has been cleared, but there is a question as to whether this belongs to the Parish or to the Church.  The Clerk will write to the Church Warden pointing out that the  Church Commissioners are usually to be relied on to have this information.  
g. Draft Budget and Parish Precept: the Chair proposed that the Council request the sum of £4,100.00 for the financial year 2011/12, which remains the same as for 2009/10.  The motion was passed.
h. Clerk’s hours and salary to be discussed at the February meeting.
i. Footpath account: to discuss in February.

j. Fixed Asset Register: the Clerk to keep a record of the Council’s fixed assets: approved.

k. Elections 2011: Democracy Pack handed to Cllr Short.

l. Raddon Hills Group: Cllr S Wass to attend.
m. Bus Shelter account up and running. 
n. Village Hall Rent: to wait until next meeting in February.

9/11The Census: discussed. To raise at the meeting in February.
10/11 Planning: 
1. Cowley Barton Appeal: discussion took place and the general opinion was that this appeal may be refused by the Auditory Officer.     
2. Cowley Place: It was agreed that The Tree Warden, Nick Baker, would contact EDDC concerning trees there.  Nick Baker left at 9.35pm.
11/11 Standing Orders: The Clerk confirmed that all cllrs had received these.  Cllr Short said that all cllrs should read these before the next meeting in February when a discussion would be held to deal with any queries or ideas.  The Standing Orders to be approved in February.
