	15 Minutes Open Forum. 
1. Gerard Kirk: Retirement Presentation.  Councillor Deborah Custance Baker delivered a speech of thanks to Mr Kirk for his hard work and dedication to the Parish Council.  Mrs Pamela Keen presented Mr Kirk with a card signed by everybody plus some gifts for his garden.
2. Cllr Custance Baker asked for the Emergency Contact list to be up-dated.   Cllrs Jackson and Taverner volunteered to be listed as contacts.

3. Cllr Short reminded the Council of the forth-coming meeting about the A377 to be held at the Newton St Cyres Parish Hall on the 29th of September 2010.   Pat Overton and Tony Jackson will also attend.  He also asked the Council to note that The Raddon Hills Group are meeting on the 27th of September.  Stewart Wass will represent us.
4. The Chair wanted to thank Mrs Chanin for the many hours of voluntary help she had given to our accounts and wondered if we could pay for advertisements in The Newton Wonder to advertise her Accountancy firm.  There was general agreement to try and do something: Pam Keen will speak with Mrs Chanin about this.
5. Ragwort: Farmers were grateful for our efforts to make the public aware of the danger and posters will be used again next year.
6. Armistice Day: The Parish Council to consider ways in which to commemorate the day and honour the armed forces.  The following were agreed: 

1. To organise a social meeting in the Village Hall at 11am on 11th November when the maroon is fired.  
2. Provide material and social support to the returned wounded: Cllrs Wass and Custance Baker will follow the ideas up with Wyvern Barracks, The Raddon  Group and other sources.
7. Grit Bins:  Clerk to contact Highways to request two or three more grit bins for Upton Pyne at the Water Works and Glebe Close.  Please may we have suggestions for other places in Upton Pyne and in Cowley where it would also be appropriate?
97/10 To receive apologies for absence: None received.
98/10 Minutes: Approved minutes of the 12th of July 2010.   Site Meeting at The Club House, Upton Pyne.  Chair reported on the meeting.  Where previous concern about access no longer applied. 
99/10 Declarations of interests- Cllrs Short and Overton have completed the forms.  All forms now received.
100/10 Report by Community Police Officer WPC Anita Kemp.  

WPC Kemp unable to attend the meeting but has sent a report to the Clerk via e-mail:
Two crimes reported:

1. Theft in Glebe Close in August of a cast-iron second-hand cooking pot during daylight hours.  

2. £1000 worth of power tools were stolen from a shed in Jackmoor in August.   

Community Speed Watch in Cowley will shortly be in operation.
101/10 Devon County Councillor P Bowden: 

Re: Bus Shelter: Cllr Bowden stated that DCC would be able to help towards the funds raised by matching the funding raised.  Cllr Bowden asked the Clerk to e-mail him to request the ‘Locality Budget’ forms.    To discuss at next meeting whether a separate P3 bank account is needed as we have for The Footpath account.
102/10 Report by East Devon District Councillor: No report received.
103/10 Updates on Councillors Responsibilities. (See appendix 1)

1. Bus Shelter: Mrs Lisa Clapp reported to the Council: see Appendix 1. The cheapest non-plastic wooden shelter has been chosen at a cost of £3,500.  Mrs Clapp is to attend the next meeting to bring us up to date with fund-raising and other matters.  Cllr A Jackson suggested the shelter could incorporate a notice board.   Mrs Clapp to obtain a quotation for this.
2. Health Surgery: Cllr B Short asked for this to be removed from the list.

3. Cardboard Recycling: This is very expensive: Cllrs B Short and D Custance Baker to approach the Village Hall Committee.

4. Notice Boards: The Village Hall notice board has been repaired.  The Clerk to contact the carpenter to order two new large notice boards for Jackmoor and Turlake.
5. Parish Council Boundaries: The Raddon Hills Group to discuss this in detail.  To include on the October Agenda. 

6. Flooding at Jackmoor: See the DCC Flood Prevention Officer’s report in Appendix 
7. 1.  It was stated that the Environment Agency is only empowered to act if a house is actually flooded, but it was proposed to go ahead with the plan to set up a depth gauge and warning sign. 

8. Cycle Path: Chair read the letter from Brampford Speke Parish Council in which they suggested we conduct a door to door questionnaire in their village.  Cllr P Bowden advised the working group that Sustrans were the people to approach and not County.  Since there may be a problem with the landowners concerned and since Sustrans need the agreement of both Parish Councils, Chair was advised to approach the landowners prior to any further action.
9. Gritting Programme: ‘Winter Service on Devon’s Highways’: shown to cllrs.  .  

10. Affordable Housing: See Appendix 1: Cllr S Wass proposed the way ahead was to raise funds by using a cross-subsidiary profit from a proportion of which is used to subsidise 40% of costs.  Cllr Wass will check if the long wait means a new questionnaire is required.

104/Green Issues: The Chair drew attention to the poster regarding a discussion organised at Brampford Speke about green issues.
105/10 Finance.
To sanction payment of accounts:
a. Clerk’s wages for August and September 2010:  £181.74 plus Home Allowance: £10.00 = £191.74 x 2 = £383.48 total, approved.
b. Training courses for Councillors and Clerk noted.
c. Precept: e-mail from DALC: was approved.

1. Application by Mr Paul Bowden to convert toilets into dwelling: see under ‘minutes’ above.

2. Lower Milcott, Pierces Farm, Upton Pyne: It was agreed that it was an entirely appropriate decision to replace the agricultural buildings.
3. Cowley Barton Farm: the developers are to appeal after planning permission was refused.
4. Application to build a livestock shed on Land South of Casa De Caballos, Upton Pyne, by Mr David Horton.  Clerk to arrange a site meeting.
