55/10 Planning: 

1. Cowley Barton Farm: first Site Meeting minutes to approve at next Parish Council meeting together with minutes of the second Site Meeting.  The first decision was approved with caveats.  The Chair read the minutes of the second Site Meeting: the new evidence brought to light was that this was an ‘An Area of Scientific Interest’ and effluent would inevitably affect fishing and other aspects of nature.  

      It was proposed by the Council to maintain the first decision with caveats but that the access/junction of St Andrews Road and in particular the turning right onto the A377 towards Exeter was the Parish Council’s main concern.  Cllr Pamela Keen to contact DCC Highways about the St Andrews Road Junction.
