20/10 Planning: 
1. Bidwell Barton second Composting Application:  Clerk has requested DCC for the second application, so far not received.  It was agreed that the main concern is for the increase in farm traffic through the village.  A one way route through Langford to Upton Pyne is being proposed by the applicant.  The Parish Council is generally concerned about the implications to the village and to the Equestrian Centre.  Chair to contact Devon County Hall.
2. South West Water Works:  Clerk to write to say the Council support the proposal.

3. Pynes Estate: Letter from Forestry Commission stating their refusal to grant a Felling Licence Application.
